Minutes: Mayor Little had some grammatical corrections on the Minutes of June 17, 2020. Shannon made a motion to approve the Minutes as amended, Trent seconded that motion, all in favor. Motion passes. 

Bills: Jason read the bills. Trent made a motion to approve the bills as read, Larry seconded that motion, all in favor. 

Public Comment: None at this time. 
 
Council Quarterly Financial Report: The Council went over the financial report for the entire fiscal year. There was discussion on how much the building costs to maintain and when the time for a new building was. 

Firework Restriction Adoption: The Council felt there was no need for Firework restrictions for the 4th of July. 

Planning and Zoning 
· Kent Crofts- Storage Shed- 8949 S. 100 W. – The application was approved at the Planning and Zoning Meeting held June 25, 2020. Shannon made a motion to approve the application for the shed, Jason seconded that motion, all in favor. 
· Dwight Norman- Equipment Shed- 8650 S. 300 W.- The application was approved at the Planning and Zoning Meeting held June 25, 2020. Trent made a motion to approve the application for the shed. Shannon seconded that motion, all in favor. 
· Benjamin Yu- Home Addition- 114 E. 9500 S.- The application was approved at the Planning and Zoning meeting held June 25, 2020. Jason made a motion to approve the application for the home addition, Trent seconded that motion, all in favor. 
· Sean Mitchell- New Home- 220 E. 9600 S.- The application was approved at the planning and zoning meeting held June 25, 2020. Shannon made a motion to approve the application for the new home, Jason seconded that motion, all in favor. 

Unfinished Business: 
Squads- Mayor Little reported that the 2 Squads are with Bob Hugo. He is an independent contractor selling them for the Town. 

Green-waste- There was discussion on the green waste container and if it is worth charging each resident 1.50 to have the green waste container in Paradise year-round. Hyrum City is looking into contracting with a separate company for waste disposal. Mayor Little will communicate with Hyrum and see what the bid comes back as. 

Cemetery Water Valve- Mayor Little and David Curtis have discussed putting in the previously approved water valve at the Cemetery. 

Non-Compliant Property- The non-compliant property is currently involved in a court case with the Town. There is an “order to show cause” court date in July. The Town submitted photos and updates to the Court. 

Newsletters- For the month of July a 2-page water quality report needs to be included in the newsletter for each resident. Mayor Little would like to include a one-page newsletter on the back of the bills. 

New Business: No new business at this time. 

Council Reports
· Roads-Trent Passey- Trent reported that Morgan Paving was done patching potholes. We used more this year to patch than we had previous years. They also filled in areas where the road was sloughing off the side. 
· Water- Larry Johnson- Larry reported on the master meter work that had been done during the week. The valves have been put in. There was some difficulty in getting water shut off, and then adequate pressure to all areas of town as the work was being done. There was discussion on alerting residents when work was being done and how to go about that. Larry is working on mapping the valves around Town. He is working with the GIS department at the County. 
· Community- Shannnon Rasmussen- Shannon would like to be included in any upcoming events. She gets asked frequently about upcoming events and would like to make sure she knows what is going on in the Community. Shannon reported that she has had multiple calls on the Town Sign. 
· Fire/Grants/Budget- Jason Winn- Jason reported that Mark Marrott had resigned as Administrative Captain, and Bob Horger will take over that position. He reported on The South end of the County Ambulance program. The communities involved will be Hyrum, Paradise, Nibley, Wellsville, and Mendon. The ambulance will be centered in Hyrum and they will hire the EMT’s from the involved communities. The County will provide training and the individual towns/cities will be required to pay for EMT testing. There is a one-month public comment period for the program. The plan is to hire the Chief in August and he will assist in the hiring and scheduling.
