August 19, 2020

Council Members Present: Mayor Vic Little, Shannon Rasmussen, Larry Johnson, Jason Winn, Trent Passey, Alyssa Petersen (recorder)

Community Members Present: Martell Lowe, Public Works Director Lee Atwood 

Minutes: The Minutes of July 15, 2020 were emailed to the Council previous to the meeting. Jason made a motion to approve the bills of July 15, 2020 as read; Trent seconded that motion, all in favor. The Minutes of August 5, 2020 were emailed out previous to the meeting. Larry had a correction on the Minutes, he was opposed to approving the application for the “new home” under the Planning and Zoning portion of the August 5, meeting. Alyssa will make that change. Shannon made a motion to approve the Minutes as amended, Larry seconded that motion, all in favor. 

Bills: Mayor Little read the bills. Shannon made a motion to approve the bills as read, Jason seconded that motion, all in favor. 

Public Comment: Martell Lowe attended the meeting. He was wondering if there was a way to accommodate more kids for the “mutton busting” portion of the rodeo. He would like to see if there was a way to get more sheep for the kids to ride. He suggested that more kids should be included. Mayor Little explained that this year is the first year for the rodeo and that we will change things up next year. If we need more entries for different events next year, then we will do that. 

Martell wanted to clarify the timeline for the new park and if a baseball field will be completed within the next year. There was a discussion on when fields can be finished and if we have enough space to create a large draw to encourage teams to come play out in Paradise. 

Unfinished Business: 
Proposed Playground at New Park- Mayor Little received a bid from Garrett and Company for a variety of free-standing playground pieces and wood fiber to cover approximately 6000 sq. feet. The bid includes installation of the park equipment and the wood fiber. There was a $9,000.00 discount. Jason suggested eliminating the most expensive item and then get the splash pad going as quickly as possible. Mayor Little will investigate Splash Pad estimates. Lee Atwood explained that there were a few options they had looked at when first planning the splash pad. The water needs to either be chlorinated and recycled, or one-time use and then put into a larger septic tank. Lee thought that at one time the estimate was about $75,000.00. There would need to be a structure to protect the equipment that runs the splash pad. There was discussion on prefabricated bathrooms. Larry wanted to make sure there were sufficient funds now for the equipment. He asked about completing half of the project now and half next year. There was discussion about RAPZ funds and if they will be available next year. The three big things that the Council is hoping to accomplish is asphalting the parking lot, completing the playground, and a splash pad. 

New Business: 
Jason wondered about the rodeo chutes that are at the arena for the rodeo this weekend. He wondered if we had purchased them or not. They are just borrowed for the rodeo. 

Shannon suggested that no building permits get signed by the Planning Commission and the Town Council unless the water shares have been transferred into the applicant’s name and the applicant has proof of the shares in their name. The water share transfers will be approved monthly at the Irrigation monthly meeting then the Secretary can sign the certificates outside of the meeting. 

Council Reports
· Roads- Trent Passey- Lee attended the meeting to discuss necessary road work around Town. The Council wanted to verify that the funds were available for the road work that needed to be done. The Town has tried to stay on a schedule of slurry seal work every two years. The roads that need to be slurry sealed now are a year behind schedule. The Council would like to move forward with the estimate they have received and get on the schedule. Trent made a motion to approve the road maintenance work not to exceed $72,500.00, Larry seconded that motion, all in favor. Lee will reach out to Morgan Paving and get on the schedule. 
· Water- Larry Johnson- The vault, pipe fitting, and meter at the master meter project are in. The location has been moved slightly to the west to ensure that all hookups are inside the system. Lee is working on getting power hooked up and working on getting telemetry at the Car Service well. There are 23 air releases that need work done. That project will take place in the spring of 2021. Jason wondered how many hydrants need to be fixed in Town. Lee reported that two need fixed. Jason wondered about when they can be fixed. One box needs to be dug up at 8800 S. and 300 E.  The Hydrant at 8800 S. and 100 E. Needs to be replaced. Jason and Lee discussed when the hydrants had last been tested. Mayor Little will work with Lee and the Fire Department to get all of them fixed. Larry reported that he is working on completing his mapping of the water valves, lines, etc. 
· Community- Shannon Rasmussen- Shannon was wondering about borrowing the old truck they have used before for the Youth Council in the Parade. Shannon reported that the Youth Council shirts are done. She submitted a bill from the Logo Shop. Shannon sent an email to the Council she had received from a County Citizen who would like more area to ride her horses. Youth Council will be helping with the dinner. The Smith family has cleaned up the sign for the weekend. Mayor Little and Alyssa gave a Trout and Berry days update. 
· Fire/Grants/Budget- Jason Winn- Mayor Little asked about hiring an Engine Boss outside of the Fire District. The Fire Department is waiting to hear if they got an AFG Grant. The Fire Department was awarded the Wildland Grant. The Department is down on numbers. They are down to 11 active people from 18. They would like to put a sign up and start recruiting people. The cost is minimal to the Town for new recruits. They will put a banner up at the breakfast on Saturday. They are looking at a phone app/program called “I am Responding.” The program monitors the Department members availability. The program is $300.00 per year and $50.00 to sign up. The program charges per call. The Fire Department will try it for 60 days and then decide if it is worth purchasing or not. A contract was sent to Mayor Little from Chief Hammer for the new EMS program. Mayor Little will go over the contract. Lee asked Jason about getting a list of what Fires the brush truck has been on.  

Adjourn: Shannon made a motion to adjourn, Larry seconded that motion. All in favor. Meeting adjourns at 9:37 p.m.
